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CURRICULUM OVERVIEW – DRAMA
	TERM 1

The Monologue Exam – Worth 20% of final grade

Over the course of four weeks, students will work through the creating (repertoire) element of the Monologue exam. They will research character, consider setting, lighting, sound and characterisation. At the end of the four weeks students will individually perform their monologue. The monologue performance for each student is between 3 and 5 minutes long.

By the end of this unit, 40% of the final GCSE grade will be completed.

The Pre-release

After half term students will be introduced to the two extracts of script, chosen by the exam board. Both extracts will be fully explored practically, through the various roles of the Actor, Director, and Creator. Whilst practically exploring, students will also be introduced to the written paper which is attached to the pre-release. Students will be taught how to answer the paper and work through example questions to support their understanding. 

Devising – Original Theatre
In addition to the Pre-release, student will begin their final practical exam – Devising. In this half term, students will be introduced to a range of stimuli and take part in a series of devising workshops that are teacher led. By the end of term students will know their final groupings and which stimuli they will choose to explore collaboratively.

	
	TERM 2

Devising Exam  - Worth 20% of final grade.

During this term, students will research, create and perform a 10-12 minute piece of original theatre.
This is the final practical exam (of which there is a written section in the exam)
Throughout the devised, students will keep a journal to track their journey and aide revision for the written exam.

The Pre-release

Students will be introduced to the second extract this term. Exploring it practically as a Creator, Actor and Director. Students will also work through the styles of question in section B of the written paper, based upon their practical explorations.


	
	TERM 3

The Written Exam – Worth 40% of final grade.

In May students will sit their final paper, worth 40% of the final grade. During the final 4-6 weeks of lessons, students will revise their written techniques and their knowledge of the pre-release to ensure that they are fully prepared for the written paper.
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	ASSESSMENT

Students will be assessed twice in term one. 
The Monologue Exam
Using the IGCSE assessment framework, students are assessed in two areas:  
Creating: The process of developing ideas and moving the script from the written).  This form of assessment is formative, and takes place over a period of time, forming part of the final IGCSE grade.
Acting skills: The performance of the 3-5-minute extract.
The Mock Exam
Students will sit a shortened version of the written exam, based upon their knowledge of Section A from the Pre-release.
Students will begin the devising process.


	
	ASSESSMENT

Students will be assessed twice in term two.
The Devised Exam
Using the IGCSE assessment framework, students are assessed in two areas:  
Creating: The process of developing ideas and moving the script from the written).  This form of assessment is formative, and takes place over a period of time, forming part of the final IGCSE grade.
Acting skills: The performance of the 12-minute devised piece.
Mock Exam (2)
Students will sit a second Mock exam based upon their knowledge and understanding of Section B of the Pre-release and Section C (Devised piece). 

	
	ASSESSMENT

The Written Exam
In May students will sit their final exam as part of their final GCSE grade. This exam will be based upon the two extracts from the pre-release and reflective questions based upon the creation of their devised piece.
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
