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CURRICULUM OVERVIEW – GCSE Fine Art
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During Term 1 students will be introduced to the course outline and Fine Art areas of study. They will investigate and develop ideas around the theme of Architecture exploring the artwork of David Hepher and a range of Architects. Students will experiment in art media including drawing, painting, mono printing, photography, collage, digital mixed media and Adobe Photoshop software. Students will develop graphic and digital layering skills, consider concept and meaning and how to create a unique personal outcome in response to their investigations.
	
	
In term 2 student will continue to develop ideas inspired by artists and architects focusing on the subject of Street Art and Murals as a source of inspiration. They will have the option to consider and investigate the artwork of internationally recognised artists including JR, Banksy, Denyse Thomaso, Laura Jordan, Andy Council, Microbo as well more local artists to the UAE. Students will develop and refine their creative ideas and media skills to make their own site specific and meaningful mural in a location of their choosing showcasing their drawing and painting skills.
	

	
	
In Term 3 students will be introduced to the Portraiture unit. They will investigate a range of artists and art movements to consider how the role of portrait painting has evolved over time from 1500s to the present day. Students will evolve their painting and drawing skills further through artist colour studies considering subject matter, art media and technique. Investigation of the artist Rembrandt will support students to consider the use of chiaroscuro in art and documentation of the aging process in the style of Rembrandt’s Portraits.  
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Students are assessed on their mounted sheets submission containing evidence of their learning throughout the course.
Students are assessed against the four assessment objectives for GCSE Art & Design
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
