	Revision for Final Exams:

	In the first term, student will conclude their learning around Mental Health by distinguishing it from mental illness, and exploring mental disorders like OCD and PTSD. In the Perception section, students will study how we interpret and make sense of sensory information, focusing on how our brains process visual, auditory, and other sensory inputs to form our experience of the world. They will also examine psychological theories of perception, illusions, and how individual differences can influence perceptual experiences.
Students will continue to develop their understanding, application and evaluation skills, which combined with the content above, will help them work towards their Paper 1 GCSE exam.
	
	In term two, the Communication topic will cover various forms of communication, including verbal and non-verbal methods, the role of body language, and the psychological theories behind effective communication. In Biopsychology, students will delve into the relationship between the brain, nervous system, and behaviour, understanding how different areas of the brain and neurotransmitters influence emotions, thoughts, and actions. 

Students will continue to develop their understanding, application and evaluation skills, which combined with the content above, will help them work towards their Paper 2 GCSE exam.
	
	In the final term, the emphasis will be on revising and consolidating the knowledge gained throughout the course in preparation for final exams. Students will review key concepts, theories, and research findings from all previous terms. This may involve practice exams, group study sessions, and in-depth review of the entire curriculum to ensure a comprehensive understanding of the material before taking the final Psychology exams.
