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CONTROLLED ASSESSMENT

	
This unit encourages student to explore "distortion" as an unfamiliar topic, which involves capturing images where elements are deliberately altered or misrepresented. This creative approach challenges students to manipulate perspective, scale, or composition to convey unconventional narratives or emotions. Through distortion, photographers can evoke unique moods, provoke thought, or convey abstract ideas. This unfamiliar theme encourages experimentation, fostering a deeper understanding of photography as a powerful storytelling medium.
	
	
The GCSE Photography externally set assignment is a crucial component of the course. It involves students receiving a theme or topic from the examination board and creating a series of original photographs based on this theme. This task assesses their creative and technical skills, allowing them to showcase their artistic vision and photographic expertise within a specific timeframe.

	
	
The GCSE photography exam is a summative assessment where students demonstrate their photographic knowledge and skills. They create a response to the externally set theme within a controlled environment, showcasing their understanding of photography techniques, concepts, and creative expression. This examination evaluates their ability to analyse and interpret visual content while applying photography principles.
