Key concepts like focus, aperture, shutter speed, ISO, composition, and the formal elements will be explored, enriching their photographic abilities. We'll even touch on the fascinating influence of chance and artists like Picasso in this exciting exploration of visual storytelling.
	
	
Through this project, students will explore and capture a range of visual patterns and textures. They'll draw inspiration from renowned artists and photographers such as Andy Goldsworthy, Horst P. Horst, Craig Cramer, and Andre Kertesz to develop a deeper understanding of the role composition plays in developing their work. Through the project, students will learn how to combine different photographic styles to create a personal and unique photographic response. They will also acquire essential photo editing skills, enhancing their ability to manipulate and refine their images.


	
	
In this unit, students will dive into the world of photo editing and manipulation. They will develop essential photo editing skills to transform their images into works of art, drawing inspiration from acclaimed artists and photographers including Manny Robertson, Luke Gram, Jelle Martens, Daniel Adler, Alex Hayner, Barbara Kruger, Luciana Urtiga, Aydin Buyuktas, Tommy Ingberg, David Theron, and Kerby Rosanes. Throughout this unit, students will learn to employ Photoshop tools and techniques to craft visually stunning compositions, experimenting with various creative styles.
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Students are assessed on their sketchbook submission containing evidence of their learning throughout the course.
