Take the time to make sure you fully understand them. Highlight key

words and phrases that support your answer.

READ THE QUESTIONREAD THE QUESTION

For the knowledge question, make sure you have revised thoroughly
so that you can be specific and avoid generalisations. If you can
reference specific people, events, statistics or dates you will be

able to reach the top of the marking scheme.

BE SPECIFICBE SPECIFIC

Make sure you answer the correct questions. This paper will inlcude
questions from other topics. Only answer questions from Vietnam

(A4) and China (B4).
