This guide is intended to consolidate what you have learnt throughout your course and to refresh your
memory as you approach your exam. However, you will find that this revision book is NOT solely exam-
focused. The topics included are the main ones across the syllabus.

If you come across new vocabulary or grammar items, make sure you note them down and learn them.

Units

The units of this book are based on the Edexcel GCSE Arabic Common Topics and Themes. These contain
the main points of each topic that you need to practise. This is the basis of your revision. Use the Mini
Tests and Vocabulary List in each topic to build your own vocabulary, grammar and customised revision
resource.

This book will not be an alternative to your teacher’s notes and teaching. However, use this book to
practise what you have seen in class.

The GCSE Arabic Writing Companion is mainly for the productive skills of writing and speaking. It may
be used for practice and revision. Your teacher will provide the essential topic-related exercises in class.

There is additional material on www.interlingo.co.uk that will supplement this book and provide more
practice exercises. Visit the website regularly for additional material.

The GCSE Arabic Writing Companion provides plenty of vocabulary that is essential and complementary
to the Edexcel suggested list of vocabulary. Refer to their website for more information and a complete list
of suggested vocabulary.

often as possible.

The grammar items in this book are related to what is useful to the
topic revised.
