	Term Three: Looking to The Future
How can literature help us to plan and look to the future?

	In Term 1, students will be studying wartime literature, as it allows students to engage with profound and complex themes that are integral to human history and experience. Students will also explore speeches, adverts and documentaries from times of war to develop their skills of reading, writing and speaking, as well as a cultural awareness of such matters. In the second half term, students will study a selection of short stories that allow students to see how the theme of power and control is shown through plot twist and characters.
	
	In Term 2, students will move on to studying Romeo and Juliet as a full play and we will explore key issues that are still relevant for young people today. How to navigate family relationships, friendships as well as what happens socially and how we can ensure young people have a voice in the community. We will use Romeo and Juliet as our key text but look at relevant and linked poetry and non-fiction articles and speeches by young people around the world wanting to make a change for the better.
	
	At the start of Term 3, students will begin their introduction to iGCSE unit and the components that will be required from students in their learning at the beginning of Year 10. This topic is important as it challenges students to apply the skills taught in KS3 English and apply these to the requirements of the iGCSE English Language and Literature course at KS4 level.  In the final half term, students will study of a modern play. We will explore how literature and language can help us look to the future with a positive and hopeful outlook.
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	Students will complete one reading and one writing assessment per term. Students will receive feedback on these and we will celebrate our success and build targets on how to make improvements for next term.
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
