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CURRICULUM OVERVIEW – DRAMA
	TERM 1

Introduction to IGCSE Drama 

Students will be introduced to the course through a series of workshops designed to create a collaborative learning environment. Workshops will focus on the development of skills needed to be successful in Drama at IGCSE. This will include work on script, characterisation, technical elements and devising techniques.
Understanding Repetoire

Using short monologues and duologues students will be introduced the ‘creating’ skills of Drama. Using script, they will develop the skills needed to be successful in the process of moving from page to stage. These skills are vital, as they form an integral part of the practical assessment and grading element of the IGCSE Drama course.  


	
	TERM 2

Scripted examination

Students will begin the creation and development of the scripted Drama examination worth 20% of the final GCSE grade.  This unit of work takes is 13 weeks of lessons. 

Throughout the course of the term, students will apply their knowledge from term one to a 12-minute extract from a published play and move through the process of page to stage. Students will consider character, language, voice, movement, technical and direction during the process.



	
	TERM 3

Scripted examination - Technical and performance

Student will rehearse and prepare for their final performance in late April. The performance forms part of the 20% final IGCSE Drama grade at the end of Yr11

Theatre Workshop

Students will follow a series of workshops designed to give an overview of the devising process. Students will research a series of theatre companies who specialise in creating original theatre performances. Using this research, they will then create and deliver their own devising workshop.

Monologue

At the end of this term, students will be introduced to their monologue exam (20% of final mark). Over the Summer they will be expected to find a series of monologues that they would like to perform. Students will read the plays and be ready with a list of three potential monologues at the start of Yr11.
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	ASSESSMENT

Students will be assessed twice in term one. Once informally in the first half term and once formally in the second.
Assessment 1 – Baseline
This is a formative assessment that gives the teacher an indication of the starting point of each student. Focus is on
Collaboration
Creativity
Application of skills to a performance
Adaptation of text.
Assessment 2 – Formal
Students are assessed using the IGCSE criteria for performance. 

	
	ASSESSMENT
Using the IGCSE assessment framework, students are assessed in two areas:  
Creating: The process of developing ideas and moving the script from the written).  This form of assessment is formative, and takes place over a period of time, forming part of the final IGCSE grade.
Acting skills: The performance of the 12-minute extract. 
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
