	In the first term, students will focus on two main areas. They'll learn research methods used in psychology, such as experiments and surveys, and study how data is collected and analyzed. They'll also explore memory, covering topics like how we remember and forget information, memory processes, and memory disorders. This term may involve hands-on memory experiments.

Students will begin to develop their understanding, application, and evaluation skills, which combined with the content above, will help them work towards their Paper 1 IGCSE exam.
	
	In the second term, students will continue refining their research methods skills while shifting their attention to social influence. They'll explore how people are influenced by others and their social environments, studying concepts like conformity, obedience, persuasion, and group dynamics. Classic studies like Piliavin’s Subway Study and Milgram's Electriction Study will be discussed.

Students will continue to develop their understanding, application, and evaluation skills, which combined with the content above, will help them work towards their Paper 1 & 2 IGCSE exam.

	
	In the final term, students will solidify their research methods knowledge and explore the topic of mental health. covers an introduction to mental health, distinguishing it from mental illness, and exploring mental disorders like OCD and PTSD. Student’s will learn about treatment options such as therapy and medication, the impact of social and cultural perspectives on mental health, and strategies for prevention and promotion of mental well-being.

Students will continue to develop their understanding, application, and evaluation skills, which combined with the content above, will help them work towards their Paper 1 & 2 IGCSE exam.
