The US is responsible for 15% of emissions even though only 4% of the global population live there (1). The average lifestyle in India produces much less carbon than that of the average US citizen in a lifetime (1).

(c) [bookmark: _Hlk491871280]Explain what this data might tell you about the average lifestyles and social 
values of those living in India compared to those living in the United States.	 [3]

Award 1 mark for an explanation and up to 2 marks for justifying the response.
US lifestyles are more detrimental to the environment than those in India (1).
The US society is a consumerist society meaning that the economy and social values are linked to an individual’s purchasing power and possessions (1). Lower incomes in India reduces their ability to shop / travel etc., which reduces their carbon footprint (1).
