5. State three advantages of having stock forms and sizes of timber readily available.	[3]

· Components are commonly manufactured to fit and work with stock forms
· Shapes, sizes and quantities are recognised by those who use timber products
· Ensures a cheaper supply of standard sized materials due to mass production

· Storage, transportation and handling can be easier since machinery has been manufactured to work more easily with stock sizes
